• Sustain district-wide technology initiatives

• Address safety and traffic concerns with
 expansion and redevelopment of parking 
 area at the MRH High School

• Renovate aged MRH Middle School bathrooms

• Tuck pointing at MRH High School

• Complete energy efficiency improvements

• Kitchen and cafeteria addition at the
 MRH Early Childhood Center

• Installation of security fencing, irrigation,
 drainage & additional paving at the MRH 
 Early Childhood Center

• Addition of emergency communication
 system at MRH Elementary School

• Resurface high school track surface 
 (expected every 7 years – track is now 
 10 years old)

• Maintain smaller class sizes staffed with 
 high quality teachers 

• Protect MRH High School athletics

• Continue to offer all-day kindergarten 
 at no charge

• Keep current offerings of Advanced 
 Placement and enrichment programs 
 at all schools

 What will it cost should Y&S fail ?

Great schools make great communities.

Without passage of both Y & S, the following 
programs are at risk:
  
• Significant reduction in teaching positions
 resulting in larger class sizes, less 
 individualized instruction and lower 
 achievement

• Technology cuts which will make it harder 
 for students to compete for college admission
  and be prepared for today’s workforce
 
• Cuts to the high school athletic budget

• Enrichment and Advanced Placement course
 offerings would be reduced or eliminated

• Busing and kindergarten may need to be 
 fee and tuition based
